No.5 – July 23 1915, p.18
Copy of a letter which has been sent to the owners of cars who have kindly offered their services. 
“At a meeting of the above Committee it was reported that you were willing to lend your car for duty at a dressing station in case of an air raid. You have therefore been allotted to the ............. station for the purpose of a) Transport of wounded persons to a hospital b) Transport of the Medical and Ambulance Staff to another dressing station if and when help is needed”.
No.7 – August 6 1915, p.26
THIS MUST NOT BE. 
A Sub-Group leader reports that on the last occasion the Special Constables were called out for duty, one man very much upset the people residing in the street he patrols. This is what he said to the folk:- ‘Hurry up and put your lights out. Get your bath filled with water and buckets of water put in the front. We are in for a hot time. Our men have been to Germany and the Zeppelins won’t come singly to-night they will come in a fleet’. The Special Constable evidently lost his head and it is scarcely necessary to say that men must not create unnecessary alarm...of course men who act in this way are not fit to hold their positions and future cases of this nature must at once be fully reported to the Chief Constable.


No.32 – 11 February 1916, p.125
Dear Sir, We have great difficulty in dealing with “Fried fish shop” proprietors who will insist upon frying after the alarm buzzer has sounded, even up to midnight... The shop doors are being constantly opened and closed by customers going in and out, therefore a good light is cast outside.

 A: These businesses may be continued so long as no ray of light can be seen from the outside. If the inside light cannot be arranged so as to avoid this, the business must be stopped.
