AT NORTHERN HOTEL BURNED DOWN.

Large Warehouse Destroyed.

As the brigades stood below helpless, a
fireman mounted a ladder in the centre of
‘Wellington-street, but still he could not
make the stream of water reach anywhere
near the seat of the fire.

Every floor of the hotel is constructed on
what are supposed 1 ireproof principl
but little did the flames cate for obstacles
of this sort.

At eleven o'clock a great portion of tne
roof crashed in, and then the flames burst
out in the floor below. Windows flew into
splinters, and as the air rushed in the flames
again rushed up with a roar. A few minutes
later the rest of the roof collapsed with a
soft crackling sound, and again great clouds
of lurid flame shot upwards.

8till the water could not reach the seat of
the fire, and in a few minutes the whole of
this floor was a perfect inferno, from which,
black against the lurid setting, stood out
the massive masonry of the chimney stacks.

ANOTHER FLOOR COLLAPSES

By ‘this time the original fire was dying
down, and seemed almost insignificant when
compared with the greater outbreak ‘it had
caused.

RUSSIA STAGGERED INTO SILENCE.

OMINOUS CALM & SIGNIFICANT
PREPARATIONS.

St. Petersburg, Wednesday.

The first effect of the Duma’s dissolution
has been to create greater order and tran-
quillity everywhere, except at Odessa, where
the riots are really not conmscted with the
dissolution.

The Government’s sudden, and vigorous
blow would seem to have momentarily
staggered all opponents.

The absence of inflammatory Duma
speeches, the prohibition of popular meet-
ings, the understanding that the Government
has quenched disturbances, the recognition
that the reports of army disloyalty are much
exaggerated, and finally the Tsar's heart-
felt appeal to the people have all contri-
buted to this greater tranquillity.

The conviction is growing that the Tsar
fully intends to keep his promise to con-
voke a new Duma, in spite of the Viborg
manifesto's denunciation.

The Octobrists have issued an appeal to
the $eople to counter-balance the effect of
the Viborg manifesto. The manifesto refers
to the Tsar's good-will, maintains that his
Imperial Majesty has the right to dissolve
the Duma, and admonishes the people to be
quiet and abstain from outrages.

This quietness probably means only the
postponement of the unavoidable terrible
confliet.

WADED UP TO THEIR WAISTS.

John Ibberson, a boatman, who was rowing
thirty yards south of the pier, rowed as fast
as he could to the spot where the girls veig,
300 yards away, and joined in the wnk of
rescue. He applied artificial respirazion to
each girl as she was brought out, &nd a
fourth man, named Windrow, of Shropsaire,
assisted.

When eight girls had been dealt with in
this way, it was found that Miss Adlard,
aged 19 years, of Leigh Bank, Leamington,
and Miss Annie Ridehalgh, aged 14 years,
of Oak Bank, Nelson, were missing. Search
was made for them, but it was a long time
before their bodies were found.

COULD NOT RESTORE LIFE.

Artificial respiration was applied for an
hour, but in vain, and they were taken to
the school. There also every eflort was
made -in the hope that life might not be
quite extinct; but it was of no use.

Dr. Walton, the school doctor, of South
Shore, Dr. Booth, St. Annes, and Dr.
Knight, with the members of the local ambu-
lance, used ail efforts to restore animation,
but failed, and after working for over an
hour, gave up.

Ten of the girls were altogether moare or
less in danger. Five were assisted out
without trouble by the mistresses.

The agr'es— of the bathers ranged from 12
to 30. hey were in charge of one or two
of the mistresses. Some reports say they
were all expert swimmers, but others state
that they were indifferent swimmers.

The girls went out about an hour before
high tide was due, and they went round
a sand bank, and apparently forgot about
the tide. When they returned a strong
current was ranning round the bank. Then,
it seems, and it was only natural, they lost
nerve, and instead of qumetly trying to reach
the shore, rushed about, as well as the water
would permit, heedlessly.

COSSACKS AND OFFICIALS HELD UP.

St. Petersburg, Wednesday.

The pogcom at Odessa has been swtpped.
The reason for this unuswal act of uhe
Administration is, according to the Idessa
correspondent. of the “Retch,” the formal
declaration made by a naval battalion, the
sappers, and a regiment of infantry, to the
effect that they would certainly kill the
authors of a massacre.
